	Course Description
The courses at National 4 and National 5 provide the learners with opportunities to continue to acquire and develop the skills of listening, talking, reading and writing in Spanish. Learners will develop the skills for understanding and using the language in meaningful contexts of society, learning, employability and culture.


	Learning and Teaching Approaches
The courses cover a wide range of learning and teaching and aims to enable learners to

· develop the ability to read,listen,talk and write in the language
· understand and use the language

· apply knowledge of the language

· plan, research and apply language skills including the use of ICT.



	Assessment 
At National 4 all units are internally assessed. They can be assessed on a unit by unit basis or as a combined assessment. National 4 assessments are on a pass/fail basis with no grade awarded.
At National 5 there are 2 mandatory units on understanding and using language and an external course assessment covering the skills of talking, listening, reading and writing provided by the SQA.


	Progression Route
· National 4 provides opportunities to build on prior learning in a Modern Language at a lower level. It is also possible to start Spanish at this level.
· National 5 expects learners to have attained the skills, knowledge and understanding required by National 4 or equivalent.

Both levels of the course or its units may provide progression to other SQA qualifications in Modern Languages or related areas.
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
